THE BIOGRAPHIES OF PARTICIPANTS

Prof. Dr. Reinhold Artur Karl Bichler (Austria)
Reinhold Bichler is a retired Professor of Ancient History at the University of Innsbruck, Austria. The main subjects of his research activities are the history of political ideas, with emphasis on ancient utopias, Greek historiography and ethnography, in particular Herodotus and Ctesias, and the reception of ancient history, concentrating on Alexander and the concept of Hellenism.
Christopher Baron (USA)
Christopher Baron is an Associate Professor of Classics at the University of Notre Dame (USA). He specializes in the study of Greek and Latin historical writing and the history of the ancient Greek world, especially in the Hellenistic and Roman periods. He is the author of Timaeus of Tauromenium and Hellenistic Historiography (Cambridge, 2013) and numerous articles on the Greek and Roman historians. He is also the General Editor of The Herodotus Encyclopedia (Wiley-Blackwell, 2021), for which he wrote several hundred entries. His current research projects include a monograph, Greek Historians under the Roman Empire (30 BCE–340 CE), and a study of communication routes and methods in the empires of the late Achaemenids and Alexander the Great.

Prof. Dr. Konstantinos Buraselis (Greece)

First diploma of History & Archaeology at the National & Kapodistrian University of Athens (NKUA), 1973. PhD in Ancient History at the Philipps-Universität Marburg (Germany), 1979. Research fellow and then director of the Research Centre for Antiquity at the Academy of Athens, 1980-1989. Associate (1989-2000) and full professor of Ancient History at NKUA (2000-2018), since then Professor Emeritus. Head of the Department of History and Archaeology (2005-2007, 2009-2011) and Vice-Rector of NKUΑ on Academic Affairs and International Relations (2014-2018), subsequently Advisor of the Rectorate on similar issues (September 2018-). 

Visiting professor of the University of Crete, of the British Academy, of the IAS (Princeton) and various other academic institutions. Visiting lecturer on numerous occasions at universities and scholarly institutions in Europe, America and China. Member of the editorial/advisory board of the periodicals Archaiognosia, Classica et Mediaevalia, Mediterraneo Antico, Pharos, Tekmeria, and of the scholarly series HABES (Heidelberger Althistorische Beiträge und Epigraphische Studien). Μain interests/areas of scholarly activity: political and institutional history of the Hellenistic world and the Roman imperial period in the Greek East, ancient ruler cult, modern historiography on the ancient world. Author of four scholarly books and many articles on subjects of his field (Ancient History) in Greek, German and English as well as editor/co-editor of thirteen collective volumes and a longer encyclopedia chapter (in ThesCRA II).

Dr. Julian Michael Degen (Austria)

Julian Degen holds a PhD in Ancient History and Ancient Near Eastern Studies which he received from the University of Innsbruck. He was a research-fellow and academic teacher at the universities of Innsbruck, Hildesheim, Kiel and Trier where he is currently employed at. His research interests are Greek historiography (Herodotus, Ctesias, Xenophon, Thucydides), Alexander the Great, the Achaemenids, ancient Geography and the economy of the Roman Empire on which he published widely. At the moment he is working on his habilitation-project about maritime economies in the Mediterranean World of Strabo’s Geographica.

Carolyn Jones Dewald (USA)
Carolyn Dewald, currently retired, taught Classics for many years at the University of Southern California in Los Angeles, and then Ancient History and Classics at Bard College in upstate New York (2003-2016). She is the author of Thucydides' War Narrative: A Structural Study (2005) and the Introduction and Notes to the Oxford World's Classics translation of Herodotus (trans. R. Waterfield, 1998). With John Marincola she co-edited the Cambridge Companion to Herodotus (2006) and has also written a number of articles about the early Greek historians. Among these are "The Figured Stage: Focalizing the Initial Narratives of Herodotus and Thucydides" (included in J. Rusten, Oxford Readings in Classical Studies: Thucydides, 2009); "Women and culture in Herodotus' Histories" and "Wanton kings, pickled heroes, and gnomic founding fathers: Strategies of meaning at the end of Herodotus' Histories" (included in R. Munson, Oxford Readings in Classical Studies: Herodotus, 2013). She is the co-author, with Rosaria Munson, of Herodotus. Histories: Book I (Cambridge University Press, 2022).

Adnan Diler (Turkiye)

He completed his undergraduate, graduate and doctoral studies at Atatürk University. Starting from 1993, he started the inner Caria survey and carried out studies on ancient agricultural archeology in the Aegean and Mediterranean Regions. Due to his doctoral studies, he worked as a team member in the Caunos Excavations for many years. Since 1999, he has conducted surveys in Bodrum Leleg Peninsula, Milas Damlıboğaz-Pilavtepe, Mobolla and Kedreai (Sedir Island). Since 2007, he directed the excavation and research initiated with the permission of the Ministry in the ancient city of Pedasa on the Leleg Peninsula. In 2011, TÜBİTAK "Archaeological Park Management in Aspat (Strobilos) and its Territorium and Agro-Tourism Planning in Ancient Agricultural Areas", and in 2005, "Muğla Province Culture Inventory" with the support of Muğla Governorship. In 2008, he founded the Museum of Copy Sculpture Works at Muğla University. In 2009 (Kedreai), he prepared the island's management plan by directing the SMAP III European Union Gökova Project Sedir Island Sub-Working Group. While he was working at Muğla University, he founded Karia Research and Application Center in 2000, and served as Dean and Rector advisor at the Faculties of Architecture and Fine Arts. Diler has been working as a faculty member at Muğla Sıtkı Koçman University since 1999.

Susanne Froehlich (Germany)
Susanne Froehlich teaches Ancient History at the University of Greifswald (Germany). She studied History, French and Classical Archaeology and subsequently worked as a lecturer at the University of Giessen. Most recently she held a substitute professorship at the University of Tübingen. Her doctorate on "Handlungsmotive bei Herodot" (2011) was carried out as a German-French cotutelle of the Universities of Freiburg (Germany) and Strasbourg (France). It was funded by the Gerda Henkel Foundation. The study was published by Steiner in 2013. Froehlich habilitated with with the thesis "Stadttor und Stadteingang. Ein Beitrag zur Alltags- und Kulturgeschichte der kaiserzeitlichen Stadt" (2021), published by Vandenhoeck and Ruprecht one year later.

Froehlich is particularly interested in cultural history, the history of mentality and everyday life in Greek and Roman antiquity. Her research focuses on Greek historiography and the Roman imperial period. Recently, she has been working on questions of ancient mobility from a cultural history perspective. A geographical focus of her research is Asia Minor. In addition to her monograph on Herodotus, she has published a number of encyclopaedia articles and reviews on the same subject.

Dr. Peter Franz Bernhard Funke (Germany) 

Peter Funke studied History and German Studies in Münster and earned his doctoral degree in Cologne in 1978. Following his habilitation in Cologne in 1985, he was professor of Ancient History at the University of Siegen and from 1988 until 2018 professor and chair of Ancient History and Director of the Institute for Ancient History, the Institute for Epigraphy and the Institute for Interdisciplinary Cypriote Studies at the University of Münster. Now he is Seniorprofessor of Ancient history and member of the Cluster of Excellence “Religion and Politics” at the University of Münster. In addition, he has been project manager of the Inscriptiones Graecae at the Berlin-Brandenburg Academy since 2008. From 2010 to 2016, he served as the Vice President of the German Research Foundation (DFG). Since 2020 he has headed the academic advisory board of the Athens Department of the German Archaeological Institute. 

Prof.Dr. Hans-Joachim Günter Adolf Gehrke (Germany)
Hans-Joachim Gehrke is Professor emeritus at the University of Freiburg (Breisgau) and Director of Outreach of University College Freiburg. He was Professor of Ancient History at the Universities of Würzburg, FU Berlin and Freiburg (1982-2008), and President of the German Archaeological Institute (2008-2011). He is a member of the Academia Europaea, the Leopoldina. Nationale Akademie der Wissenschaften, the Heidelberger Akademie der Wissenschaften and the Academy of Athens. His research and publications range widely, from Archaic, Classical, and Hellenistic Greece to the Roman Republic and Empire. His main publications include Stasis: Untersuchungen zu den inneren Kriegen in den griechischen Staaten des 5. und 4. Jahrhunderts v. Chr. (1985); Geschichte des Hellenismus (4rd edn. 2008); Alexander der Grosse (6h edn. 2013, trans. into many languages), Geschichte der Antike: Ein Studienbuch (4nd edn. 2013), and Geschichte als Element antiker Kultur (2014).

Thomas Edward Henry Harrison (England)

Thomas Harrison is Professor of Ancient History at the University of St Andrews, Scotland. His publications on Herodotus include: Divinity and History. The Religion of Herodotus (Oxford, 2000), (with Elizabeth Irwin) Interpreting Herodotus (Oxford, 2018), and (with Joseph Skinner) Herodotus in the Long Nineteenth Century (Cambridge, 2020). More widely, his research interests focus on Greek religious belief, Greek-non Greek interactions in the archaic and classical period, and the history of scholarship, esp. in the nineteenth century. Since the COVID lockdown of 2020, he has been one of the organisers of the Herodotus Helpline online seminar (www.herodotushelpline.org).

Matthias Haake (Germany)

Matthias Haake studied Ancient History, Classical Archaeology and Philosophy at the Universities of Freiburg and Perugia. He received his PhD from the University of Münster, where he finished his Habilitation, too. Since 2021 he has been a fellow in the Heisenberg Programme of the DFG at the University of Bonn; currently he is visiting professor at the University of Tübingen.

Elizabeth Kathleen Irwin (USA)
Elizabeth Irwin (Associate Professor at Columbia University) has co-edited three books on Herodotus (most recently with Tom Harrison, Interpreting Herodotus, OUP) and authored numerous articles on Herodotus, Thucydides, and fifth-century Athenian imperialism. Her most recent work and current projects deal with a range of topics relevant to the late fifth century, such as, the intertextuality and relative chronology of the extant histories of Herodotus and Thucydides, religion in Thucydides, the engagement of Athenian drama with its historical and political contexts, and the deployment of medical discourse in the political and ethical debates of later fifth-century Athens. 

Askold Ivantchik (Russia)
Askold Ivantchik graduated from Moscow State University (1986), PhD (1989, Institute of oriental studies, Moscow), Habilitation (1996, Fribourg University, Switzerland).

Corresponding member of the Russian Academy of sciences (RAS, 2003), l’Académie des inscriptions et belles-lettres (France, 2016), the German Archaeological Institute (2002) and the Istituto Italiano per l’Africa e l’Oriente (2004).

Senior research fellow (directeur de recherche) at the CNRS (Bordeaux, France, since 1998); Scientific director of the Center for Comparative Studies on Ancient Civilizations, RAS (Moscow, since 2009); Director of the Center for Classical and Oriental Archaeology, National Research University HSE, Moscow (since 2019); Senior Fellow of the Institute for the Study of the Ancient World at New York University (since 2010); chief editor of the “Journal of Ancient History” (Moscow, since 2009) and “Ancient Civilizations from Scythia to Siberia” (Leiden, since 2002).

President of the Russian Association of Classical Studies (since 2009); vice-president of the International Union of Academies (2017-2021).

Member and director of archaeological missions in South Russia, Ukraine, Bulgaria, Greece, Italy and Turkey.

Specialist in Greek and Latin epigraphy, Ancient history and archaeology of the Eurasian steppes, of the Black Sea region and of Asia Minor, Greek colonization, Greek ethnographic descriptions, Herodotus. Author of c. 300 research articles and 7 books published in Russian, French, English, German and Japanese languages.
Ioannis Konstantakos (Greece)
Ioannis M. Konstantakos studied classical philology at the universities of Athens and Cambridge and is now Professor of Ancient Greek Literature at the National and Kapodistrian University of Athens. His scholarly interests include ancient comedy, historiography, ancient narrative, folklore, and the relations between Greek and Near-Eastern literatures and cultures. He has published four books and many articles on these topics. He has received scholarships from the Greek State Scholarships Foundation and the “Alexander S. Onassis” Public Benefit Foundation. In 2009 his study Akicharos: The Tale of Ahiqar in Ancient Greece, vols. 1 and 2 (Athens 2008) was awarded the prize of the Academy of Athens for the best monograph in classical philology. In 2012 his book Legends and Fairy Tales about the Land of Gold. Archaeology of a Folktale Motif (Athens 2011) was shortlisted for the Greek state prize for critical essay. He recently edited Suspense in Ancient Greek Literature (De Gruyter, Berlin/Boston 2021, in collaboration with V. Liotsakis) and published the short monograph War, Nekyia, Quest: George Seferis and the Archetypical Myths of Hellenism (Benaki Museum, Athens 2021).

Christian Frank Hilmar Klinkott (Germany)
My studies of Ancient History, (Classical) Archaeology and Latin at the Ruprecht Karls- Universität Heidelberg I finished with a thesis on “Die Satrapienregister der Alexander- und Diadochenzeit”, published in 2000. Behalf of a Fellowship in the DFG Graduate School “Anatolien und seine Nachbarn” at Tübingen University  I wrote my PhD thesis published in 2005 with the title “Der Satrap. Ein achaimenidischer Amtrsträger und seine Handlungsspielräume”. From 2002 to 2011 I was.  “Wissenschaftlicher Assistant” at the Alte Geschichte/Tübingen and finished my habilitation on the topic “Zwischen Macht und Massen​wahn. Zur politischen Bedeutung des Akklamationswesens im Westen des Römischen Reichs vom 3. Jahrhundert v.Chr. bis 96 n.Chr.”. Since 2012 I worked as “Akademischer Rat” at the Seminar für Alte Geschichte und Epigraphik of the Ruprecht Karls-Universität Heidelberg. After some Deputy Professorships I was appointed 2016 Full Professor at the Institut für Klassische Altertumskunde of the Christian Albrechts University. 

Canan Kucukeren (Turkiye)
Canan Küçükeren is a graduate of Istanbul University, Faculty of Letters, Classical Archeology Department. Küçükeren, who lives in Bodrum, conducts research on the Carian civilization. She has books named Southwest Anatolian Carian Civilization, An Anatolian Civilization in the Aegean Caria, Carian Legends, Expatriate Carians (The Carian Overseas Egypt, Iran, Israel).

The Expatriate Carians book has been a work in which the traces of Carians who worked as mercenaries and stonemasons in Egypt, Iran and Israel in the ancient world were traced, and the remains in state archives, museums and ruins were accessed and documented. During the pandemic period, by establishing the "Cultural Heritage Preservation Platform from Caria to Bodrum" and "KUTAM, Carian Civilization Promotion and Research Center, it continues to convey the importance of Carian civilization to the masses.

Rosaria Vignolo Munson (Italy)
Rosaria Vignolo Munson is the J. Archer and Helen C. Turner Professor of Classics at Swarthmore College. She is the author of Telling Wonders: Ethnographic and Political Discourse in the Work of Herodotus (2001); Black Doves Speak: Herodotus and the Language of Barbarians (2005), and several articles on Herodotus and Thucydides. She has edited Oxford Readings in Classical Studies: Herodotus (2013). Most recently, she has coedited (with Carolyn Dewald) the ‘Green and Yellow’ commentary on Herodotus Book I for the Cambridge Greek and Latin Classics (2022). 

Robert Rollinger (Austria)
Robert Rollinger is Professor of Ancient History and Ancient Near Eastern Studies at the Leopold-Franzens University of Innsbruck. He was Finland Distinguished Professor at the Department of World Cultures, University of Helsinki (Research Director of the project “Intellectual Heritage of the Ancient Near East”) (2011-2015), Chair of the Project ‘Melammu: The intellectual Heritage of Assyria and Babylonia on East and West’, and Invited Getty Scholar (2019). He holds the NAWA chair at the University of Wrocłav, Poland acting as Head of the international project “From the Achaemenids to the Romans: Contextualizing empire and its longue-durée developments(2021-2025). He is member of the Academia, Europaea and full member of the Austrian Academy of Sciences. His main research areas are the history of the Ancient Near East and the Achaemenid Empire, contacts between the Aegean World and the Ancient Near East, ancient historiography, and the comparative hitstory of empires. Recent publications include: Imperien in der Weltgeschichte. Epochenübergreifende und globalhistorische Vergleiche (coedited; 2014); Mesopotamia in the Ancient World. Impact, Continuities, Parallels (coedited; 2015); Alexander und die großen Ströme. Die Flussüberquerungen im Lichte altorientalischer Pioniertechniken (2013); Short-term Empires in World History (coedited; 2020); A Companion to the Achaemenid Persian Empire, 2 volumes (Blackwell Companions to the Ancient World) (coedited; 2021); Empires to be Remembered (Studies in Universal and Cultural History) (coedited; 2022); Decline, Erosion and Implosion of Empires (Studies in Universal and Cultural History) (coedited; forthcoming 2022).

Prof. Dr. Mustafa Hamdi Sayar (Turkiye)
Between 1974 and 1978, he studied at Istanbul University, Faculty of Letters, Classical Languages, Classical Archeology and Ancient History. Between 1984 and 1989, he studied at the Department of Ancient History, Classical Philology and Classical Archeology at the University of Vienna and completed his doctorate in Ancient History in 1989.

In 1978-2022, he participated in archaeological excavations in Turkey and abroad as a member of the delegation. He gave lectures on Ancient History, Ancient Period Monuments and Ancient History-Geography at home and abroad. In 1998-1999, with the Alexander von Humboldt Foundation scholarship, he published Çukurova Ancient Inscriptions in the Department of Ancient History at the University of Cologne. Sayar studied the ancient history of Çukurova in the Department of Archeology at Bonn University in 1999-2002. Sayar, who has been elected as the Vice President of the International Association of Ancient History and Geography since 2014, of which he became a member in 1990, is a member of the editorial board of Epigraphica Anatolica published in Bonn, Orbis Terrarum published in Stuttgart and Archaeologica Bulgarica published in Sofia. Sayar, who has been working as a Professor of Ancient History at Istanbul University, Faculty of Letters, Department of History since 2003, has been the Director of Istanbul University, Faculty of Letters, Center for Southeast European Studies since 2006. In 2018, he became the editor-in-chief of the Journals of Anatolian Studies and Southeastern European Studies.

Sayar became a member of the International Council of Monuments and Sites (ICOMOS) Turkish National Committee, one of the sub-organizations of UNESCO, in 2004, and the Turkey member of the UNESCO-ICOFORT (Commission for Castles and Fortifications) in 2020. Since 2021 member of the scientific board of the Turkish Historical Society

Andreas Schwab (Germany)
Andreas Schwab studied Classical Philology, Philosophy, Religious Studies, Papyrology and Theology in Munich, Paris, Trier and Newcastle upon Tyne (UK). He completed his PhD in Classics in 2009. As Assistant Professor in Regensburg and Heidelberg (2010-15) he was awarded the Solmsen Fellowship in 2015-16 at the IRH in Madison-Wisconsin, USA. He received his ‘habilitation’ at Heidelberg University with a monograph on foreign religion in Herodotus, and was Professor for Ancient Greek Philology and Religious Studies of Antiquity at LMU Munich (2016-2020). Since 2020 as a DFG-Heisenberg-Fellow at the University of Bonn, he was appointed in September 2021 as Chair and Professor for Classics, esp. Ancient Greek, and Heisenberg-Professor at the Institute for Klassische Altertumskunde at CAU Kiel. Among his main publications are the monographs „Thales von Milet in der frühen christlichen Literatur. Darstellungen seiner Figur und seiner Ideen in den griechischen und lateinischen Textzeugnissen christlicher Autoren der Kaiserzeit und Spätantike“, Studia Praesocratica 3, Berlin/Boston 2012, „Fremde Religion in Herodots Historien: Religiöse Mehrdimensionalität bei Persern und Ägyptern“, Hermes-Einzelschriften 118, Stuttgart 2020, and the collective volume „Herodotean Soundings: The Cambyses Logos“, ed. together with Alexander Schütze, Classica Monacensia 55, Tübingen (forthcoming). He is co-editor of the new journal “Syllogos: A Collaborative Online Journal dedicated to the Study of Herodotus and his World” and develops together with an interdisciplinary group at Bonn University a digital teaching and learning tool on “Herodots Ägypten und die Altertumswissenschaften: Eine fächerübergreifende digitale Lehr- und Lernplattform.”

Pietro Vannicelli (Italy)
Pietro Vannicelli is Professor of Greek History at Sapienza University of Rome. He has worked mainly on Greek historiography, and archaic and classical Greek history. He has published two monographs on Herodotus and a commentary on Herodotus' Book VII for the series "Scrittori greci e latini" of the Fondazione Lorenzo Valla.

Prof. Dr. Josef Wiesehöfer (Germany)
Born in 1951, Josef Wiesehöfer studied History, Indo-European Linguistics and Near Eastern Archaeology at the University of Muenster (Westphalia, Germany), where he completed his dissertation in 1977 with a thesis on the rebellion of Gaumata and the early years of Darius I (6th century BCE). In 1988, he did his habilitation at the University of Heidelberg (with a thesis on the so-called Dark Ages of Fars (Southwestern Iran) in Early Hellenistic times). In 1989, he was appointed Professor of Ancient History at the University of Kiel, a position from which he retired in October 2016. Josef Wiesehöfer’s main scholarly interests lie in the History of the Ancient Near East (especially Pre-Islamic Iran) and its relations with the Greco-Roman worlds, in Greek and Roman Social History, in the History of the Jews in Antiquity and in the History of Scholarship.

Dr. Oğuz Yarlıgaş (Turkiye)
Oguz Yarligas studied Classical Philology and History at Istanbul University. He did his MA in Classical Philology on Xenophon's Anabasis and completed his Phd in Ancient History at Istanbul University. The Focus of his Phd is the Roman Army in Asia Minor. He has a number of translations from Ancient Greek Historians including Xenophon and Polybius and currently works as an Assistant Professor at Istanbul Medeniyet University.
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
